Making appropriations for the Departments of Labor, Health 

and Human Services, and Education, and related agen-

cies for the fiscal year ending September 30, 2021, and 

for other purposes. 
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Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

That the following sums are appropriated, out of any 3

money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, for the 4

Departments of Labor, Health and Human Services, and 5

Education, and related agencies for the fiscal year ending 6

September 30, 2021, and for other purposes, namely: 7

TITLE I 8

DEPARTMENT OF LABOR 9

EMPLOYMENT AND TRAINING ADMINISTRATION 10

TRAINING AND EMPLOYMENT SERVICES 11

For necessary expenses of the Workforce Innovation 12

and Opportunity Act (referred to in this Act as ‘‘WIOA’’) 13

and the National Apprenticeship Act, $3,696,700,000, 14

plus reimbursements, shall be available. Of the amounts 15

provided: 16

(1) for grants to States for adult employment 17

and training activities, youth activities, and dis-18

located worker employment and training activities, 19

$2,869,832,000 as follows: 20

(A) $864,649,000 for adult employment 21

and training activities, of which $152,649,000 22

shall be available for the period July 1, 2021 23

through June 30, 2022, and of which 24

October 1, 2021 through June 30, 2022; 2

(B) $925,130,000 for youth activities, 3

which shall be available for the period April 1, 4

2021 through June 30, 2022; and 5

(C) $1,080,053,000 for dislocated worker 6

employment and training activities, of which 7

$220,053,000 shall be available for the period 8

July 1, 2021 through June 30, 2022, and of 9

which $860,000,000 shall be available for the 10

period October 1, 2021 through June 30, 2022: 11

Provided, That the funds available for allotment to 12

outlying areas to carry out subtitle B of title I of the 13

WIOA shall not be subject to the requirements of 14

section 127(b)(1)(B)(ii) of such Act: Provided fur-15

ther, That notwithstanding the requirements of the 16

WIOA, the Secretary may waive certain require-17

ments to permit the outlying areas to submit a sin-18

gle application for a consolidated grant that awards 19

funds that would otherwise be available to such 20

areas to carry out the activities described in subtitle 21

B of title I of the WIOA: Provided further, That 22

upon receipt of a waiver, an application shall be sub-23

mitted to the Secretary at such time, in such man-24

ner and containing respective spending plans with a 25
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funding floor for each program and activity author-1

ized under such subtitle B of title I of the WIOA as 2

the Secretary may require: Provided further, That 3

outlying areas awarded a consolidated grant de-4

scribed in the preceding provisos may use identified 5

excess funding above the funding floor for each ac-6

tivity for any of the other programs and activities 7

authorized under such subtitle B of title I of the 8

WIOA subject to such reporting requirements issued 9

by the Secretary; and 10

(2) for national programs, $826,868,000 as fol-11

lows: 12

(A) $280,859,000 for the dislocated work-13

ers assistance national reserve, of which 14

$80,859,000 shall be available for the period 15

July 1, 2021 through September 30, 2022, and 16

of which $200,000,000 shall be available for the 17

period October 1, 2021 through September 30, 18

2022: Provided, That funds provided to carry 19

out section 132(a)(2)(A) of the WIOA may be 20

used to provide assistance to a State for state-21

wide or local use in order to address cases 22

where there have been worker dislocations 23

across multiple sectors or across multiple local 24

areas and such workers remain dislocated; co-25
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ordinate the State workforce development plan 1

with emerging economic development needs; and 2

train such eligible dislocated workers: Provided 3

further, That funds provided to carry out sec-4

tions 168(b) and 169(c) of the WIOA may be 5

used for technical assistance and demonstration 6

projects, respectively, that provide assistance to 7

new entrants in the workforce and incumbent 8

workers: Provided further, That notwithstanding 9

section 168(b) of the WIOA, of the funds pro-10

vided under this subparagraph, the Secretary of 11

Labor (referred to in this title as ‘‘Secretary’’) 12

may reserve not more than 10 percent of such 13

funds to provide technical assistance and carry 14

out additional activities related to the transition 15

to the WIOA: Provided further, That of the 16

funds provided under this subparagraph, 17

$50,000,000 shall be for training and employ-18

ment assistance under sections 168(b), 169(c) 19

(notwithstanding the 10 percent limitation in 20

such section) and 170 of the WIOA for the pur-21

pose of developing, offering, or improving edu-22

cational or career training programs at commu-23

nity colleges, defined as public institutions of 24

higher education, as described in section 101(a) 25
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of the Higher Education Act of 1965 and at 1

which the associate’s degree is primarily the 2

highest degree awarded, with other eligible in-3

stitutions of higher education, as defined in sec-4

tion 101(a) of the Higher Education Act of 5

1965, eligible to participate through consortia, 6

with community colleges as the lead grantee: 7

Provided further, That the Secretary shall fol-8

low the requirements for the program in House 9

Report 116–62: Provided further, That any 10

grant funds used for apprenticeships shall be 11

used to support only apprenticeship programs 12

registered under the National Apprenticeship 13

Act and as referred to in section 3(7)(B) of the 14

WIOA: Provided further, That the Department 15

shall issue a Solicitation for Grant Applications 16

(SGA) within 120 days of enactment of this 17

Act: Provided further, That the funds made 18

available in this title under the heading ‘‘DE-19

PARTMENTAL MANAGEMENT’’ for Execu-20

tive Direction shall be reduced by $100,000 for 21

each day the SGA is not issued beyond the 120 22

day requirement and such funds shall be re-23

scinded in the amount for each such reduction: 24

Provided further, That the reduction required 25

(B) $55,500,000 for Native American pro-5

grams under section 166 of the WIOA, which 6

shall be available for the period July 1, 2021 7

through June 30, 2022; 8

(C) $95,896,000 for migrant and seasonal 9

farmworker programs under section 167 of the 10

WIOA, including $88,938,000 for formula 11

grants (of which not less than 70 percent shall 12

be for employment and training services), 13

$6,389,000 for migrant and seasonal housing 14

(of which not less than 70 percent shall be for 15

permanent housing), and $569,000 for other 16

discretionary purposes, which shall be available 17

for the period April 1, 2021 through June 30, 18

2022: Provided, That notwithstanding any 19

other provision of law or related regulation, the 20

Department of Labor shall take no action lim-21

iting the number or proportion of eligible par-22

ticipants receiving related assistance services or 23

discouraging grantees from providing such serv-24

ices: Provided further, That notwithstanding the 25
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definition of ‘‘eligible seasonal farmworker’’ in 1

section 167(i)(3) of the WIOA, an individual is 2

eligible for migrant and seasonal farmworker 3

programs under section 167 of the WIOA if 4

such individual is a member of a family with a 5

total family income equal to or less than 150 6

percent of the poverty line; 7

(D) $100,534,000 for YouthBuild activi-8

ties as described in section 171 of the WIOA, 9

which shall be available for the period April 1, 10

2021 through June 30, 2022; 11

(E) $103,079,000 for ex-offender activi-12

ties, under the authority of section 169 of the 13

WIOA, which shall be available for the period 14

April 1, 2021 through June 30, 2022: Provided, 15

That of this amount, $25,000,000 shall be for 16

competitive grants to national and regional 17

intermediaries for activities that prepare for 18

employment young adults with criminal records 19

or young adults who have been justice system- 20

involved or who have dropped out of school or 21

other educational programs, with a priority for 22

projects serving high-crime, high-poverty areas; 23

(F) $6,000,000 for the Workforce Data 24

Quality Initiative, under the authority of section 25
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169 of the WIOA, which shall be available for 1

the period July 1, 2021 through June 30, 2

2022; and 3

(G) $185,000,000 to expand opportunities 4

through apprenticeships only registered under 5

the National Apprenticeship Act and as referred 6

to in section 3(7)(B) of the WIOA, to be avail-7

able to the Secretary to carry out activities 8

through grants, cooperative agreements, con-9

tracts and other arrangements, with States and 10

other appropriate entities, including equity 11

intermediaries and business and labor industry 12

partner intermediaries, which shall be available 13

for the period July 1, 2021 through June 30, 14

2022: Provided, That of the funds provided to 15

carry out this subparagraph, not less than 20 16

percent shall be for making competitive con-17

tracts, grants, and cooperative agreements to 18

national apprenticeship intermediaries, not less 19

than 20 percent shall be for competitive con-20

tracts, grants, and cooperative agreements to 21

local apprenticeship intermediaries, and not less 22

than 50 percent shall be used to fund grants to 23

States: Provided further, That the Secretary 24

shall require any information publicly disclosed 25

related to the credentials and competencies 1

earned through registered apprenticeships, in-2

cluding through Apprenticeship.gov, its suc-3

cessor website or any data or website published 4

by the Secretary for a similar function, to be 5

published using an open source description lan-6

guage that is designed to allow for public 7

search and comparison of such data. Such in-8

formation may be published through open data 9

formats such as the credential transparency de-10

scription language specifications or substan-11

tially similar approach. 12

(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS) 14

To carry out subtitle C of title I of the WIOA, includ-15

ing Federal administrative expenses, the purchase and 16

hire of passenger motor vehicles, the construction, alter-17

ation, and repairs of buildings and other facilities, and the 18

purchase of real property for training centers as author-19

ized by the WIOA, $1,755,655,000, plus reimbursements, 20

as follows: 21

(1) $1,603,325,000 for Job Corps Operations, 22

which shall be available for the period July 1, 2021 23

through June 30, 2022; 24

(2) $120,000,000 for construction, rehabilita-1

tion and acquisition of Job Corps Centers, which 2

shall be available for the period July 1, 2021 3

through June 30, 2024, and which may include the 4

acquisition, maintenance, and repair of major items 5

of equipment: Provided, That the Secretary may 6

transfer up to 15 percent of such funds to meet the 7

operational needs of such centers or to achieve ad-8

ministrative efficiencies: Provided further, That any 9

funds transferred pursuant to the preceding provi-10

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ing administration of the work opportunity tax cred-1

for grants to States for the administration of such 14

(6) $62,653,000 from the General Fund is to 16

provide workforce information, national electronic 17

tools, and one-stop system building under the Wag-18

ner-Peyser Act and shall be available for Federal ob-19

ligation for the period July 1, 2021 through June 20

30, 2022: Provided, That the Secretary shall require 21

publicly disclosed information contained in ongoing, 22

nationwide datasets funded by the Department of 23

Labor relating to licenses and credentials to be pub-24

lished using an open source description language 25
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that is designed to allow for public search and com-1

parison of such data, including any such data on 2

credentials and competencies. Such information may 3

be published through open data formats such as the 4

credential transparency description language speci-5

fications or substantially similar approach: 6

Provided, That to the extent that the Average Weekly In-7

sured Unemployment (‘‘AWIU’’) for fiscal year 2021 is 8

projected by the Department of Labor to exceed 9

1,728,000, an additional $28,600,000 from the Trust 10

Fund shall be available for obligation for every 100,000 11

increase in the AWIU level (including a pro rata amount 12

for any increment less than 100,000) to carry out title 13

III of the Social Security Act: Provided further, That 14

funds appropriated in this Act that are allotted to a State 15

to carry out activities under title III of the Social Security 16

Act may be used by such State to assist other States in 17

carrying out activities under such title III if the other 18

States include areas that have suffered a major disaster 19

declared by the President under the Robert T. Stafford 20

Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance Act: Provided 21

further, That the Secretary may use funds appropriated 22

for grants to States under title III of the Social Security 23

Act to make payments on behalf of States for the use of 24

the National Directory of New Hires under section 25
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453(j)(8) of such Act: Provided further, That the Sec-1

retary may use funds appropriated for grants to States 2

under title III of the Social Security Act to make pay-3

ments on behalf of States to the entity operating the State 4

Information Data Exchange System: Provided further, 5

That funds appropriated in this Act which are used to es-6

tablish a national one-stop career center system, or which 7

are used to support the national activities of the Federal- 8

State unemployment insurance, employment service, or 9

immigration programs, may be obligated in contracts, 10

grants, or agreements with States and non-State entities: 11

Provided further, That States awarded competitive grants 12

for improved operations under title III of the Social Secu-13

rity Act, or awarded grants to support the national activi-14

ties of the Federal-State unemployment insurance system, 15

may award subgrants to other States and non-State enti-16

ties under such grants, subject to the conditions applicable 17

to the grants: Provided further, That funds appropriated 18

under this Act for activities authorized under title III of 19

the Social Security Act and the Wagner-Peyser Act may 20

be used by States to fund integrated Unemployment In-21

surance and Employment Service automation efforts, not-22

withstanding cost allocation principles prescribed under 23

the final rule entitled ‘‘Uniform Administrative Require-24

ments, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Fed-25
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eral Awards’’ at part 200 of title 2, Code of Federal Regu-1

lations: Provided further, That the Secretary, at the re-2

quest of a State participating in a consortium with other 3

States, may reallot funds allotted to such State under title 4

III of the Social Security Act to other States participating 5

in the consortium or to the entity operating the Unemploy-6

ment Insurance Information Technology Support Center 7

in order to carry out activities that benefit the administra-8

tion of the unemployment compensation law of the State 9

making the request: Provided further, That the Secretary 10

may collect fees for the costs associated with additional 11

data collection, analyses, and reporting services relating 12

to the National Agricultural Workers Survey requested by 13

State and local governments, public and private institu-14

tions of higher education, and nonprofit organizations and 15

may utilize such sums, in accordance with the provisions 16

of 29 U.S.C. 9a, for the National Agricultural Workers 17

Survey infrastructure, methodology, and data to meet the 18

information collection and reporting needs of such entities, 19

which shall be credited to this appropriation and shall re-20

main available until September 30, 2022, for such pur-21

poses. 22

For repayable advances to the Unemployment Trust 3

Fund as authorized by sections 905(d) and 1203 of the 4

Social Security Act, and to the Black Lung Disability 5

Trust Fund as authorized by section 9501(c)(1) of the In-6

ternal Revenue Code of 1986; and for nonrepayable ad-7

vances to the revolving fund established by section 901(e) 8

of the Social Security Act, to the Unemployment Trust 9

Fund as authorized by 5 U.S.C. 8509, and to the ‘‘Federal 10

Unemployment Benefits and Allowances’’ account, such 11

sums as may be necessary, which shall be available for 12

obligation through September 30, 2022. 13

administration of apprenticeship programs only registered 21

under the National Apprenticeship Act and as referred to 22

in section 3(7)(B) of the WIOA and to provide for the 23

full and adequate staffing of the Federal Office of Appren-24

ticeship and each of the State Offices of Apprenticeship. 25
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EMPLOYEE BENEFITS SECURITY ADMINISTRATION 1

For necessary expenses for the Employee Benefits 3

Security Administration, $181,000,000, of which up to 4

$3,000,000 shall be made available through September 30, 5

2022, for the procurement of expert witnesses for enforce-6

ment litigation. 7

PENSION BENEFIT GUARANTY CORPORATION 8

PENSION BENEFIT GUARANTY CORPORATION FUND 9

The Pension Benefit Guaranty Corporation (‘‘Cor-10

poration’’) is authorized to make such expenditures, in-11

cluding financial assistance authorized by subtitle E of 12

title IV of the Employee Retirement Income Security Act 13

of 1974, within limits of funds and borrowing authority 14

available to the Corporation, and in accord with law, and 15

to make such contracts and commitments without regard 16

to fiscal year limitations, as provided by 31 U.S.C. 9104, 17

as may be necessary in carrying out the program, includ-18

ing associated administrative expenses, through Sep-19

tember 30, 2021, for the Corporation: Provided, That 20

none of the funds available to the Corporation for fiscal 21

year 2021 shall be available for obligations for administra-22

tive expenses in excess of $465,289,000: Provided further, 23

That to the extent that the number of new plan partici-24

pants in plans terminated by the Corporation exceeds 25
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100,000 in fiscal year 2021, an amount not to exceed an 1

additional $9,200,000 shall be available through Sep-2

tember 30, 2025, for obligations for administrative ex-3

penses for every 20,000 additional terminated partici-4

pants: Provided further, That obligations in excess of the 5

amounts provided for administrative expenses in this para-6

graph may be incurred and shall be available through Sep-7

tember 30, 2025 for obligation for unforeseen and extraor-8

dinary pre-termination or termination expenses or extraor-9

dinary multiemployer program related expenses after ap-10

proval by the Office of Management and Budget and noti-11

fication of the Committees on Appropriations of the House 12

  That the following sums are appropriated, out of any money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, for the Departments of Labor, Health and Human Services, and Education, and related agencies for the fiscal year ending September 30, 2021, and for other purposes, namely:  
  I Department of Labor  Employment and training administration  Training and employment services For necessary expenses of the Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act (referred to in this Act as  WIOA) and the National Apprenticeship Act, $3,696,700,000, plus reimbursements, shall be available. Of the amounts provided: 
  (1) for grants to States for adult employment and training activities, youth activities, and dislocated worker employment and training activities, $2,869,832,000 as follows: 
  (A) $864,649,000 for adult employment and training activities, of which $152,649,000 shall be available for the period July 1, 2021 through June 30, 2022, and of which $712,000,000 shall be available for the period October 1, 2021 through June 30, 2022; 
  (B) $925,130,000 for youth activities, which shall be available for the period April 1, 2021 through June 30, 2022; and

  Provided further, That the Secretary is authorized to recognize the Joseph A. Holmes Safety Association as a principal safety association and, notwithstanding any other provision of law, may provide funds and, with or without reimbursement, personnel, including service of Mine Safety and Health Administration officials as officers in local chapters or in the national organization: 
  Provided further, That any funds available to the Department of Labor may be used, with the approval of the Secretary, to provide for the costs of mine rescue and survival operations in the event of a major disaster.   Provided further, That the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the Senate are notified at least 15 days in advance of any transfer: 
  Provided further, That the funds available to the Women's Bureau may be used for grants to serve and promote the interests of women in the workforce: 
  Provided further, That of the amounts made available to the Women’s Bureau, not less than $1,794,000 shall be used for grants authorized by the Women in Apprenticeship and Nontraditional Occupations Act.  Veterans employment and training Not to exceed $256,341,000 may be derived from the Employment Security Administration account in the Unemployment Trust Fund to carry out the provisions of chapters 41, 42, and 43 of title 38, United States Code, of which:

  101. None of the funds appropriated by this Act for the Job Corps shall be used to pay the salary and bonuses of an individual, either as direct costs or any proration as an indirect cost, at a rate in excess of Executive Level II.

  102.   Provided, That of such amount, necessary sums shall be available for providing protective services to the Secretary and investigating non-payment of child support cases for which non-payment is a Federal offense under 18 U.S.C. 228: 
  Provided further, That of the amount made available under this heading, $5,300,000 shall be available through September 30, 2022, for activities authorized under section 3022 of the PHS Act relating to information blocking.  Office for civil rights For expenses necessary for the Office for Civil Rights, $38,798,000.  Retirement pay and medical benefits for commissioned officers For retirement pay and medical benefits of Public Health Service Commissioned Officers as authorized by law, for payments under the Retired Serviceman's Family Protection Plan and Survivor Benefit Plan, and for medical care of dependents and retired personnel under the Dependents' Medical Care Act, such amounts as may be required during the current fiscal year.  Public health and social services emergency fund For expenses necessary to support activities related to countering potential biological, nuclear, radiological, chemical, and cybersecurity threats to civilian populations, and for other public health emergencies, $1,077,458,000, of which $561,700,000 shall remain available through September 30, 2022, for expenses necessary to support advanced research and development pursuant to section 319L of the PHS Act and other administrative expenses of the Biomedical Advanced Research and Development Authority: 
  Provided, That funds provided under this heading for the purpose of acquisition of security countermeasures shall be in addition to any other funds available for such purpose: 
  Provided further, That products purchased with funds provided under this heading may, at the discretion of the Secretary, be deposited in the Strategic National Stockpile pursuant to section 319F–2 of the PHS Act: 
  Provided further, That $5,000,000 of the amounts made available to support emergency operations shall remain available through September 30, 2023: 
  Provided further, That of the amount made available under this heading for policy and planning, $5,000,000 shall remain available until expended for implementation activities related to the National Biodefense Strategy. For expenses necessary for procuring security countermeasures (as defined in section 319F–2(c)(1)(B) of the PHS Act), $735,000,000, to remain available until expended. For expenses necessary to carry out section 319F–2(a) of the PHS Act, $705,000,000, to remain available until expended. For an additional amount for expenses necessary to prepare for or respond to an influenza pandemic, $310,000,000; of which $275,000,000 shall be available until expended, for activities including the development and purchase of vaccine, antivirals, necessary medical supplies, diagnostics, and other surveillance tools: 
  Provided, That notwithstanding section 496(b) of the PHS Act, funds may be used for the construction or renovation of privately owned facilities for the production of pandemic influenza vaccines and other biologics, if the Secretary finds such construction or renovation necessary to secure sufficient supplies of such vaccines or biologics.  General provisions 
  201. Funds appropriated in this title shall be available for not to exceed $50,000 for official reception and representation expenses when specifically approved by the Secretary. 
  202. None of the funds appropriated in this title shall be used to pay the salary of an individual, through a grant or other extramural mechanism, at a rate in excess of Executive Level II: 
  Provided, That none of the funds appropriated in this title shall be used to prevent the NIH from paying up to 100 percent of the salary of an individual at this rate. 
  203. None of the funds appropriated in this Act may be expended pursuant to section 241 of the  PHS Act, except for funds specifically provided for in this Act, or for other taps and assessments made by any office located in HHS, prior to the preparation and submission of a report by the Secretary to the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the Senate detailing the planned uses of such funds. 
  204. Notwithstanding section 241(a) of the PHS Act, such portion as the Secretary shall determine, but not more than 3 percent, of any amounts appropriated for programs authorized under such Act shall be made available for the evaluation (directly, or by grants or contracts) and the implementation and effectiveness of programs funded in this title. 
  (transfer of funds) 
  205. Not to exceed 1 percent of any discretionary funds (pursuant to the Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985) which are appropriated for the current fiscal year for HHS in this Act may be transferred between appropriations, but no such appropriation shall be increased by more than 3 percent by any such transfer: 
  Provided, That the transfer authority granted by this section shall be available only to meet emergency needs and shall not be used to create any new program or to fund any project or activity for which no funds are provided in this Act: 
  Provided further, That the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the Senate are notified at least 15 days in advance of any transfer. 
  206. In lieu of the timeframe specified in section 338E(c)(2) of the PHS Act, terminations described in such section may occur up to 60 days after the effective date of a contract awarded in fiscal year 2021 under section 338B of such Act, or at any time if the individual who has been awarded such contract has not received funds due under the contract. 
  207. None of the funds appropriated in this Act may be made available to any entity under title X of the  PHS Act unless the applicant for the award certifies to the Secretary that it encourages family participation in the decision of minors to seek family planning services and that it provides counseling to minors on how to resist attempts to coerce minors into engaging in sexual activities. 
  208. Notwithstanding any other provision of law, no provider of services under title X of the  PHS Act shall be exempt from any State law requiring notification or the reporting of child abuse, child molestation, sexual abuse, rape, or incest. 
  209. None of the funds appropriated by this Act (including funds appropriated to any trust fund) may be used to carry out the Medicare Advantage program if the Secretary denies participation in such program to an otherwise eligible entity (including a Provider Sponsored Organization) because the entity informs the Secretary that it will not provide, pay for, provide coverage of, or provide referrals for abortions: 
  Provided, That the Secretary shall make appropriate prospective adjustments to the capitation payment to such an entity (based on an actuarially sound estimate of the expected costs of providing the service to such entity's enrollees): 
  Provided further, That nothing in this section shall be construed to change the Medicare program's coverage for such services and a Medicare Advantage organization described in this section shall be responsible for informing enrollees where to obtain information about all Medicare covered services. 
  210. None of the funds made available in this title may be used, in whole or in part, to advocate or promote gun control. 
  211. The Secretary shall make available through assignment not more than 60 employees of the Public Health Service to assist in child survival activities and to work in AIDS programs through and with funds provided by the Agency for International Development, the United Nations International Children's Emergency Fund or the World Health Organization. 
  212. In order for HHS to carry out international health activities, including HIV/AIDS and other infectious disease, chronic and environmental disease, and other health activities abroad during fiscal year 2021: 
  (1) The Secretary may exercise authority equivalent to that available to the Secretary of State in section 2(c) of the  State Department Basic Authorities Act of 1956. The Secretary shall consult with the Secretary of State and relevant Chief of Mission to ensure that the authority provided in this section is exercised in a manner consistent with section 207 of the  Foreign Service Act of 1980 and other applicable statutes administered by the Department of State. 
  (2) The Secretary is authorized to provide such funds by advance or reimbursement to the Secretary of State as may be necessary to pay the costs of acquisition, lease, alteration, renovation, and management of facilities outside of the United States for the use of HHS. The Department of State shall cooperate fully with the Secretary to ensure that HHS has secure, safe, functional facilities that comply with applicable regulation governing location, setback, and other facilities requirements and serve the purposes established by this Act. The Secretary is authorized, in consultation with the Secretary of State, through grant or cooperative agreement, to make available to public or nonprofit private institutions or agencies in participating foreign countries, funds to acquire, lease, alter, or renovate facilities in those countries as necessary to conduct programs of assistance for international health activities, including activities relating to HIV/AIDS and other infectious diseases, chronic and environmental diseases, and other health activities abroad. 
  (3) The Secretary is authorized to provide to personnel appointed or assigned by the Secretary to serve abroad, allowances and benefits similar to those provided under chapter 9 of title I of the Foreign Service Act of 1980, and 22 U.S.C. 4081 through 4086 and subject to such regulations prescribed by the Secretary. The Secretary is further authorized to provide locality-based comparability payments (stated as a percentage) up to the amount of the locality-based comparability payment (stated as a percentage) that would be payable to such personnel under section 5304 of title 5, United States Code if such personnel's official duty station were in the District of Columbia. Leaves of absence for personnel under this subsection shall be on the same basis as that provided under subchapter I of chapter 63 of title 5, United States Code, or section 903 of the Foreign Service Act of 1980, to individuals serving in the Foreign Service.  (transfer of funds) 
  213. The Director of the NIH, jointly with the Director of the Office of AIDS Research, may transfer up to 3 percent among institutes and centers from the total amounts identified by these two Directors as funding for research pertaining to the human immunodeficiency virus: 
  Provided, That the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the Senate are notified at least 15 days in advance of any transfer. 
  (transfer of funds) 
  214. Of the amounts made available in this Act for NIH, the amount for research related to the human immunodeficiency virus, as jointly determined by the Director of NIH and the Director of the Office of AIDS Research, shall be made available to the  Office of AIDS Research account. The Director of the Office of AIDS Research shall transfer from such account amounts necessary to carry out section 2353(d)(3) of the  PHS Act. 
  215. 
  (a) Authority Notwithstanding any other provision of law, the Director of NIH ( Director) may use funds authorized under section 402(b)(12) of the  PHS Act to enter into transactions (other than contracts, cooperative agreements, or grants) to carry out research identified pursuant to or research and activities described in such section 402(b)(12). 
  (b) Peer review In entering into transactions under subsection (a), the Director may utilize such peer review procedures (including consultation with appropriate scientific experts) as the Director determines to be appropriate to obtain assessments of scientific and technical merit. Such procedures shall apply to such transactions in lieu of the peer review and advisory council review procedures that would otherwise be required under sections 301(a)(3), 405(b)(1)(B), 405(b)(2), 406(a)(3)(A), 492, and 494 of the PHS Act. 
  216. Not to exceed $45,000,000 of funds appropriated by this Act to the institutes and centers of the National Institutes of Health may be used for alteration, repair, or improvement of facilities, as necessary for the proper and efficient conduct of the activities authorized herein, at not to exceed $3,500,000 per project. 
  (transfer of funds) 
  217. Of the amounts made available for NIH, 1 percent of the amount made available for National Research Service Awards ( NRSA) shall be made available to the Administrator of the Health Resources and Services Administration to make NRSA awards for research in primary medical care to individuals affiliated with entities who have received grants or contracts under sections 736, 739, or 747 of the  PHS Act, and 1 percent of the amount made available for NRSA shall be made available to the Director of the Agency for Healthcare Research and Quality to make NRSA awards for health service research. 
  218. 
  (a) The Biomedical Advanced Research and Development Authority ( BARDA) may enter into a contract, for more than one but no more than 10 program years, for purchase of research services or of security countermeasures, as that term is defined in section 319F–2(c)(1)(B) of the PHS Act (42 U.S.C. 247d–6b(c)(1)(B)), if— 
  (1) funds are available and obligated— 
  (A) for the full period of the contract or for the first fiscal year in which the contract is in effect; and 
  (B) for the estimated costs associated with a necessary termination of the contract; and 
  (2) the Secretary determines that a multi-year contract will serve the best interests of the Federal Government by encouraging full and open competition or promoting economy in administration, performance, and operation of BARDA's programs. 
  (b) A contract entered into under this section— 
  (1) shall include a termination clause as described by subsection (c) of section 3903 of title 41, United States Code; and 
  (2) shall be subject to the congressional notice requirement stated in subsection (d) of such section. 
  219. 
  (a) The Secretary shall publish in the fiscal year 2021 budget justification and on Departmental Web sites information concerning the employment of full-time equivalent Federal employees or contractors for the purposes of implementing, administering, enforcing, or otherwise carrying out the provisions of the ACA, and the amendments made by that Act, in the proposed fiscal year and each fiscal year since the enactment of the ACA. 
  (b) With respect to employees or contractors supported by all funds appropriated for purposes of carrying out the ACA (and the amendments made by that Act), the Secretary shall include, at a minimum, the following information: 
  (1) For each such fiscal year, the section of such Act under which such funds were appropriated, a statement indicating the program, project, or activity receiving such funds, the Federal operating division or office that administers such program, and the amount of funding received in discretionary or mandatory appropriations. 
  (2) For each such fiscal year, the number of full-time equivalent employees or contracted employees assigned to each authorized and funded provision detailed in accordance with paragraph (1). 
  (c) In carrying out this section, the Secretary may exclude from the report employees or contractors who— 
  (1) are supported through appropriations enacted in laws other than the ACA and work on programs that existed prior to the passage of the ACA; 
  (2) spend less than 50 percent of their time on activities funded by or newly authorized in the ACA; or 
  (3) work on contracts for which FTE reporting is not a requirement of their contract, such as fixed-price contracts. 
  220. The Secretary shall publish, as part of the fiscal year 2022 budget of the President submitted under section 1105(a) of title 31, United States Code, information that details the uses of all funds used by the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services specifically for Health Insurance Exchanges for each fiscal year since the enactment of the ACA and the proposed uses for such funds for fiscal year 2022. Such information shall include, for each such fiscal year, the amount of funds used for each activity specified under the heading  Health Insurance Exchange Transparency in the explanatory statement described in section 4 (in the matter preceding division A of this consolidated Act). 
  221. None of the funds made available by this Act from the Federal Hospital Insurance Trust Fund or the Federal Supplemental Medical Insurance Trust Fund, or transferred from other accounts funded by this Act to the  Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services—Program Management account, may be used for payments under section 1342(b)(1) of Public Law 111–148 (relating to risk corridors). 
  (transfer of funds) 
  222. 
  (a) Within 45 days of enactment of this Act, the Secretary shall transfer funds appropriated under section 4002 of the ACA to the accounts specified, in the amounts specified, and for the activities specified under the heading  Prevention and Public Health Fund in the committee report accompanying this Act. 
  (b) Notwithstanding section 4002(c) of the ACA, the Secretary may not further transfer these amounts. 
  (c) Funds transferred for activities authorized under section 2821 of the PHS Act shall be made available without reference to section 2821(b) of such Act. 
  223. Effective during the period beginning on November 1, 2015 and ending January 1, 2025, any provision of law that refers (including through cross-reference to another provision of law) to the current recommendations of the United States Preventive Services Task Force with respect to breast cancer screening, mammography, and prevention shall be administered by the Secretary involved as if— 
  (1) such reference to such current recommendations were a reference to the recommendations of such Task Force with respect to breast cancer screening, mammography, and prevention last issued before 2009; and 
  (2) such recommendations last issued before 2009 applied to any screening mammography modality under section 1861(jj) of the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 1395x(jj)). 
  224. In making Federal financial assistance, the provisions relating to indirect costs in part 75 of title 45, Code of Federal Regulations, including with respect to the approval of deviations from negotiated rates, shall continue to apply to the National Institutes of Health to the same extent and in the same manner as such provisions were applied in the third quarter of fiscal year 2017. None of the funds appropriated in this or prior Acts or otherwise made available to the Department of Health and Human Services or to any department or agency may be used to develop or implement a modified approach to such provisions, or to intentionally or substantially expand the fiscal effect of the approval of such deviations from negotiated rates beyond the proportional effect of such approvals in such quarter. 
  (transfer of funds) 
  225. The NIH Director may transfer discretionary amounts identified by the Director as funding for opioid addiction, opioid alternatives, pain management, and addiction treatment among Institutes and Centers of the NIH to be used for the same purpose 15 days after notifying the Committees on Appropriations: 
  Provided, That the transfer authority provided in the previous proviso is in addition to any other transfer authority provided by law. 
  226. 
  (a) The Secretary shall provide to the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the Senate: 
  (1) Detailed monthly enrollment figures from the Exchanges established under the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act of 2010 pertaining to enrollments during the open enrollment period; and 
  (2) Notification of any new or competitive grant awards, including supplements, authorized under section 330 of the Public Health Service Act. 
  (b) The Committees on Appropriations of the House and Senate must be notified at least 2 business days in advance of any public release of enrollment information or the award of such grants. 
  227. The Department of Health and Human Services shall provide the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and Senate a biannual report 30 days after enactment of this Act on staffing described in the committee report accompanying this Act. 
  228. Funds appropriated in this Act that are available for salaries and expenses of employees of the Department of Health and Human Services shall also be available to pay travel and related expenses of such an employee or of a member of his or her family, when such employee is assigned to duty, in the United States or in a U.S. territory, during a period and in a location that are the subject of a determination of a public health emergency under section 319 of the Public Health Service Act and such travel is necessary to obtain medical care for an illness, injury, or medical condition that cannot be adequately addressed in that location at that time. For purposes of this section, the term  U.S. territory means Guam, the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, the Northern Mariana Islands, the Virgin Islands, American Samoa, or the Trust Territory of the Pacific Islands. 
  229. The Department of Health and Human Services may accept donations from the private sector, nongovernmental organizations, and other groups independent of the Federal Government for the care of unaccompanied alien children (as defined in section 462(g)(2) of the Homeland Security Act of 2002 (6 U.S.C. 279(g)(2))) in the care of the Office of Refugee Resettlement of the Administration for Children and Families, including medical goods and services, which may include early childhood developmental screenings, school supplies, toys, clothing, and any other items intended to promote the wellbeing of such children. 
  230.  None of the funds provided by this or any prior appropriations Act may be used to reverse changes in procedures made by operational directives issued to providers by the Office of Refugee Resettlement on December 18, 2018, March 23, 2019, and June 10, 2019 regarding the Memorandum of Agreement on Information Sharing executed April 13, 2018. 
  231. None of the funds made available in this Act under the heading “Department of Health and Human Services—Administration for Children and Families—Refugee and Entrant Assistance” may be obligated to a grantee or contractor to house unaccompanied alien children (as such term is defined in section 462(g)(2) of the Homeland Security Act of 2002 (6 U.S.C. 279(g)(2)) in any facility that is not State-licensed for the care of unaccompanied alien children.  
  232. None of the funds made available in this Act may be used to prevent a United States Senator or Member of the House of Representatives from entering, for the purpose of conducting oversight, any facility in the United States used for the purpose of maintaining custody of, or otherwise housing, unaccompanied alien children (as defined in section 462(g)(2) of the Homeland Security Act of 2002 (6 U.S.C. 279(g)(2))). Nothing in this section shall be construed to require such a Senator or Member to provide prior notice of the intent to enter such a facility for such purpose.  
  233. Not later than 14 days after the date of enactment of this Act, and monthly thereafter, the Secretary shall submit to the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the Senate, and make publicly available online, a report with respect to children who were separated from their parents or legal guardians by the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) (regardless of whether or not such separation was pursuant to an option selected by the children, parents, or guardians), subsequently classified as unaccompanied alien children, and transferred to the care and custody of ORR during the previous month. Each report shall contain the following information: 
  (1) the number and ages of children so separated subsequent to apprehension at or between ports of entry, to be reported by sector where separation occurred; 
  (2) the documented cause of separation, as reported by DHS when each child was referred; 
  (3) the length of any such separation; 
  (4) the status of any efforts undertaken by the Secretary to reunify such children with a parent or legal guardian; and 
  (5) the number of any such reunifications, and whether the reunified families were placed in family detention. 
  234. None of the funds made available in this or any prior appropriations Act may be used to implement or enforce the Memorandum of Agreement Among the Office of Refugee Resettlement of the Department of Health and Human Services and U.S. Immigration and Customs Enforcement and U.S. Customs and Border Protection of the Department of Homeland Security Regarding Consultation and Information Sharing in Unaccompanied Alien Children Matters, dated April 13, 2018. Nothing in this section shall be construed to prohibit or restrict the continued implementation of interagency agreements or coordination of policy memoranda issued prior to April 13, 2018. 
  235. None of the funds made available in this Act or any other Act may be used by the Secretary of Health and Human Services to share information provided by unaccompanied alien children (as defined in section 462(g)(2) of the Homeland Security Act of 2002 (6 U.S.C. 279(g)(2))) during mental health or therapeutic services with the Department of Homeland Security or the Department of Justice for immigration enforcement. 
  236.  To the extent practicable, and so long as it is appropriate and in the best interest of the child, in cases where the Office of Refugee Resettlement of the Department of Health and Human Services is responsible for the care of siblings who are unaccompanied alien children (as defined in section 462(g)(2) of the Homeland Security Act of 2002 (6 U.S.C. 279(g)(2)), the Director of the Office shall place the siblings— 
  (1) in the same facility; or 
  (2) with the same sponsor. 
  237. The Secretary of Health and Human Services is directed to report the death of any unaccompanied alien child in Office of Refugee Resettlement (ORR) custody or in the custody of any grantee on behalf of ORR within 24 hours, including relevant details regarding the circumstances of the fatality, to the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the Senate. 
  238. Not later than 30 days after the date of enactment of this Act, the Secretary shall submit to the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the Senate a detailed spend plan of anticipated uses of all funds made available under the heading “Department of Health and Human Services—Administration for Children and Families—Refugee and Entrant Assistance”, including the following: a list of existing grants and contracts for both permanent and influx facilities, including their costs, capacity, and timelines; costs for expanding capacity through the use of community-based residential care placements (including long-term and transitional foster care and small group homes) through new or modified grants and contracts; current and planned efforts to expand small-scale shelters and available foster care placements, including collaboration with State child welfare providers; influx facilities being assessed for possible use; costs and services to be provided for legal services, child advocates, and post-release services; program administration; and the average number of weekly referrals and discharge rate assumed in the spend plan: 
  Provided, That such plan shall be updated to reflect changes and expenditures and submitted to the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the Senate every 60 days until all funds are expended or expired. 
  239. Funds appropriated in this Act that are available for salaries and expenses of employees of the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention shall also be available for the primary and secondary schooling of eligible dependents of personnel stationed in a U.S. territory as defined in section 228 at costs not in excess of those paid for or reimbursed by the Department of Defense. 
  240. Amounts made available in section 238 of division A of Public Law 116–94 shall remain available until September 30, 2024, for installation expenses, including moving expenses, relating to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention’s Chamblee Campus. 
  (rescission) 
  241. Of the unobligated balances in the  Nonrecurring Expenses Fund established in section 223 of division G of Public Law 110–161, $600,000,000 are hereby rescinded not later than September 30, 2021. 
  242. Funds made available in Public Law 113–235 to the accounts of the National Institutes of Health that were available for obligation through fiscal year 2015 and were obligated for multi-year research grants shall be available through fiscal year 2021 for the liquidation of valid obligations if the Director of the National Institutes of Health determines the project suffered an interruption of activities attributable to SARS–CoV–2. 
  243. Not later than seven days after the date of enactment of this Act, and weekly thereafter until the public health emergency related to COVID-19 is no longer in effect, the Secretary of Health and Human Services shall report to the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the Senate on the current inventory of ventilators and personal protective equipment in the Strategic National Stockpile, including the numbers of face shields, gloves, goggles and glasses, gowns, head covers, masks, and respirators, as well as deployment of ventilators and personal protective equipment during the previous week, reported by State and other jurisdiction: 
  Provided, That after the date that a report is required to be submitted by the preceding proviso, amounts made available for “Department of Health and Human Services—Office of the Secretary—General Departmental Management” in Public Law 116–94 for salaries and expenses of the immediate Office of the Secretary shall be reduced by $250,000 for each day that such report has not been submitted: 
  Provided further, That not later than the first Monday in February of fiscal year 2021 and each fiscal year thereafter, the Secretary shall include in the annual budget submission for the Department of Health and Human Services, and submit to the Congress, a professional judgment budget with respect to expenditures necessary to maintain the minimum level of relevant supplies in the Strategic National Stockpile, including in case of a significant pandemic, in consultation with the working group under section 319F(a) of the Public Health Service Act and the Public Health Emergency Medical Countermeasures Enterprise established under section 2811–1 of such Act. 
  244. None of the funds made available by this Act may be used to implement, enforce, or otherwise give effect to the final rule entitled  Protecting Statutory Conscience Rights in Health Care; Delegations of Authority (84 Fed. Reg. 23170-23272, May 21, 2019).

  (iii) how enrollment in such course of study will impact the period of eligibility for Federal Pell Grants for such an individual, including in a case in which the individual is transferred to another facility or released before the completion of such course; 
  (iv) the transferability of credits earned, and the acceptability of such credits toward a certificate or degree program offered by the institution; 
  (v) the process for continuing postsecondary education— 
  (I) upon transfer to another facility; or 
  (II) after the student’s period of incarceration or confinement; and 
  (vi) the process for continuing enrollment at the institution after the student’s period of incarceration or confinement, including any barriers to admission (such as criminal history questions on applications for admission to such institution). 
  (B) In the case of an institution that offers a program to prepare incarcerated individuals for gainful employment in a recognized occupation (as such term is used in sections 101(b)(1), 102(c)(1)(A), and 481(b)(1)(A)(i) of the HEA)—

  Provided further, That the previous proviso shall not change the status under Federal employment laws of any attorney hired by the Railroad Retirement Board prior to January 1, 2013: 
  Provided further, That notwithstanding section 7(b)(9) of the Railroad Retirement Act, this limitation may be used to hire students attending qualifying educational institutions or individuals who have recently completed qualifying educational programs using current excepted hiring authorities established by the Office of Personnel Management: 
  Provided further, That $13,000,000, to remain available until expended, shall be used to supplement, not supplant, existing resources devoted to operations and improvements for the Board's Information Technology Investment Initiatives.  Limitation on the office of inspector general For expenses necessary for the Office of Inspector General for audit, investigatory and review activities, as authorized by the Inspector General Act of 1978, not more than $11,000,000, to be derived from the railroad retirement accounts and railroad unemployment insurance account.  Social security administration  Payments to social security trust funds For payment to the Federal Old-Age and Survivors Insurance Trust Fund and the Federal Disability Insurance Trust Fund, as provided under sections 201(m) and 1131(b)(2) of the  Social Security Act, $11,000,000.  Supplemental security income program For carrying out titles XI and XVI of the Social Security Act, section 401 of Public Law 92–603, section 212 of Public Law 93–66, as amended, and section 405 of Public Law 95–216, including payment to the Social Security trust funds for administrative expenses incurred pursuant to section 201(g)(1) of the Social Security Act, $40,172,492,000, to remain available until expended: 
  Provided, That any portion of the funds provided to a State in the current fiscal year and not obligated by the State during that year shall be returned to the Treasury: 
  Provided further, That not more than $86,000,000 shall be available for research and demonstrations under sections 1110, 1115, and 1144 of the Social Security Act, and remain available through September 30, 2023. For making, after June 15 of the current fiscal year, benefit payments to individuals under title XVI of the Social Security Act, for unanticipated costs incurred for the current fiscal year, such sums as may be necessary. For making benefit payments under title XVI of the Social Security Act for the first quarter of fiscal year 2022, $19,600,000,000, to remain available until expended.  Limitation on administrative expenses For necessary expenses, including the hire of two passenger motor vehicles, and not to exceed $20,000 for official reception and representation expenses, not more than $12,834,945,000 may be expended, as authorized by section 201(g)(1) of the Social Security Act, from any one or all of the trust funds referred to in such section: 
  Provided, That not less than $2,500,000 shall be for the Social Security Advisory Board: 
  Provided further, That $45,000,000 shall remain available until expended for information technology modernization, including related hardware and software infrastructure and equipment, and for administrative expenses directly associated with information technology modernization: 
  Provided further, That of the amount made available in the preceding proviso, $4,000,000 shall be transferred to the “Office of Inspector General”, Social Security Administration, for information technology modernization, including related hardware and software infrastructure and equipment, and for administrative expenses directly associated with information technology modernization: 
  Provided further, That such transfer authority is in addition to any other transfer authority provided by law: 
  Provided further, That $50,000,000 shall remain available through September 30, 2022, for activities to address the disability hearings backlog within the Office of Hearings Operations: 
  Provided further, That unobligated balances of funds provided under this paragraph at the end of fiscal year 2021 not needed for fiscal year 2021 shall remain available until expended to invest in the Social Security Administration information technology and telecommunications hardware and software infrastructure, including related equipment and non-payroll administrative expenses associated solely with this information technology and telecommunications infrastructure: 
  Provided further, That the Commissioner of Social Security shall notify the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the Senate prior to making unobligated balances available under the authority in the previous proviso: 
  Provided further, That reimbursement to the trust funds under this heading for expenditures for official time for employees of the Social Security Administration pursuant to 5 U.S.C. 7131, and for facilities or support services for labor organizations pursuant to policies, regulations, or procedures referred to in section 7135(b) of such title shall be made by the Secretary of the Treasury, with interest, from amounts in the general fund not otherwise appropriated, as soon as possible after such expenditures are made. Of the total amount made available in the first paragraph under this heading, not more than $1,575,000,000, to remain available through March 31, 2022, is for the costs associated with continuing disability reviews under titles II and XVI of the Social Security Act, including work-related continuing disability reviews to determine whether earnings derived from services demonstrate an individual's ability to engage in substantial gainful activity, for the cost associated with conducting redeterminations of eligibility under title XVI of the Social Security Act, for the cost of co-operative disability investigation units, and for the cost associated with the prosecution of fraud in the programs and operations of the Social Security Administration by Special Assistant United States Attorneys: 
  Provided, That, of such amount, $273,000,000 is provided to meet the terms of section 251(b)(2)(B)(ii)(III) of the Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985, as amended, and $1,302,000,000 is additional new budget authority specified for purposes of section 251(b)(2)(B) of such Act: 
  Provided further, That, of the additional new budget authority described in the preceding proviso, up to $11,200,000 may be transferred to the  Office of Inspector General, Social Security Administration, for the cost of jointly operated co-operative disability investigation units: 
  Provided further, That such transfer authority is in addition to any other transfer authority provided by law: 
  Provided further, That the Commissioner shall provide to the Congress (at the conclusion of the fiscal year) a report on the obligation and expenditure of these funds, similar to the reports that were required by section 103(d)(2) of Public Law 104–121 for fiscal years 1996 through 2002. In addition, $135,000,000 to be derived from administration fees in excess of $5.00 per supplementary payment collected pursuant to section 1616(d) of the Social Security Act or section 212(b)(3) of Public Law 93–66, which shall remain available until expended: 
  Provided, That to the extent that the amounts collected pursuant to such sections in fiscal year 2021 exceed $135,000,000, the amounts shall be available in fiscal year 2022 only to the extent provided in advance in appropriations Acts. In addition, up to $1,000,000 to be derived from fees collected pursuant to section 303(c) of the Social Security Protection Act, which shall remain available until expended.  Office of inspector general  (including transfer of funds) For expenses necessary for the Office of Inspector General in carrying out the provisions of the Inspector General Act of 1978, $30,000,000, together with not to exceed $75,500,000, to be transferred and expended as authorized by section 201(g)(1) of the  Social Security Act from the Federal Old-Age and Survivors Insurance Trust Fund and the Federal Disability Insurance Trust Fund. In addition, an amount not to exceed 3 percent of the total provided in this appropriation may be transferred from the  Limitation on Administrative Expenses, Social Security Administration, to be merged with this account, to be available for the time and purposes for which this account is available: 
  Provided, That notice of such transfers shall be transmitted promptly to the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the Senate at least 15 days in advance of any transfer. 
  V General Provisions  (transfer of funds) 
  501. The Secretaries of Labor, Health and Human Services, and Education are authorized to transfer unexpended balances of prior appropriations to accounts corresponding to current appropriations provided in this Act. Such transferred balances shall be used for the same purpose, and for the same periods of time, for which they were originally appropriated. 
  502. No part of any appropriation contained in this Act shall remain available for obligation beyond the current fiscal year unless expressly so provided herein. 
  503. 
  (a) No part of any appropriation contained in this Act or transferred pursuant to section 4002 of Public Law 111–148 shall be used, other than for normal and recognized executive-legislative relationships, for publicity or propaganda purposes, for the preparation, distribution, or use of any kit, pamphlet, booklet, publication, electronic communication, radio, television, or video presentation designed to support or defeat the enactment of legislation before the Congress or any State or local legislature or legislative body, except in presentation to the Congress or any State or local legislature itself, or designed to support or defeat any proposed or pending regulation, administrative action, or order issued by the executive branch of any State or local government, except in presentation to the executive branch of any State or local government itself. 
  (b) No part of any appropriation contained in this Act or transferred pursuant to section 4002 of Public Law 111–148 shall be used to pay the salary or expenses of any grant or contract recipient, or agent acting for such recipient, related to any activity designed to influence the enactment of legislation, appropriations, regulation, administrative action, or Executive order proposed or pending before the Congress or any State government, State legislature or local legislature or legislative body, other than for normal and recognized executive-legislative relationships or participation by an agency or officer of a State, local or tribal government in policymaking and administrative processes within the executive branch of that government. 
  (c) The prohibitions in subsections (a) and (b) shall include any activity to advocate or promote any proposed, pending or future Federal, State or local tax increase, or any proposed, pending, or future requirement or restriction on any legal consumer product, including its sale or marketing, including but not limited to the advocacy or promotion of gun control. 
  504. The Secretaries of Labor and Education are authorized to make available not to exceed $28,000 and $20,000, respectively, from funds available for salaries and expenses under titles I and III, respectively, for official reception and representation expenses; the Director of the Federal Mediation and Conciliation Service is authorized to make available for official reception and representation expenses not to exceed $5,000 from the funds available for  Federal Mediation and Conciliation Service, Salaries and Expenses; and the Chairman of the National Mediation Board is authorized to make available for official reception and representation expenses not to exceed $5,000 from funds available for  National Mediation Board, Salaries and Expenses. 
  505. When issuing statements, press releases, requests for proposals, bid solicitations and other documents describing projects or programs funded in whole or in part with Federal money, all grantees receiving Federal funds included in this Act, including but not limited to State and local governments and recipients of Federal research grants, shall clearly state— 
  (1) the percentage of the total costs of the program or project which will be financed with Federal money; 
  (2) the dollar amount of Federal funds for the project or program; and 
  (3) percentage and dollar amount of the total costs of the project or program that will be financed by non-governmental sources. 
  506. 
  (a) None of the funds appropriated in this Act, and none of the funds in any trust fund to which funds are appropriated in this Act, shall be expended for any abortion. 
  (b) None of the funds appropriated in this Act, and none of the funds in any trust fund to which funds are appropriated in this Act, shall be expended for health benefits coverage that includes coverage of abortion. 
  (c) The term  health benefits coverage means the package of services covered by a managed care provider or organization pursuant to a contract or other arrangement. 
  507. 
  (a) The limitations established in the preceding section shall not apply to an abortion— 
  (1) if the pregnancy is the result of an act of rape or incest; or 
  (2) in the case where a woman suffers from a physical disorder, physical injury, or physical illness, including a life-endangering physical condition caused by or arising from the pregnancy itself, that would, as certified by a physician, place the woman in danger of death unless an abortion is performed. 
  (b) Nothing in the preceding section shall be construed as prohibiting the expenditure by a State, locality, entity, or private person of State, local, or private funds (other than a State's or locality's contribution of Medicaid matching funds). 
  (c) Nothing in the preceding section shall be construed as restricting the ability of any managed care provider from offering abortion coverage or the ability of a State or locality to contract separately with such a provider for such coverage with State funds (other than a State's or locality's contribution of Medicaid matching funds). 
  (d) 
  (1) None of the funds made available in this Act may be made available to a Federal agency or program, or to a State or local government, if such agency, program, or government subjects any institutional or individual health care entity to discrimination on the basis that the health care entity does not provide, pay for, provide coverage of, or refer for abortions. 
  (2) In this subsection, the term  health care entity includes an individual physician or other health care professional, a hospital, a provider-sponsored organization, a health maintenance organization, a health insurance plan, or any other kind of health care facility, organization, or plan. 
  508. 
  (a) None of the funds made available in this Act may be used for— 
  (1) the creation of a human embryo or embryos for research purposes; or 
  (2) research in which a human embryo or embryos are destroyed, discarded, or knowingly subjected to risk of injury or death greater than that allowed for research on fetuses in utero under 45 CFR 46.204(b) and section 498(b) of the  Public Health Service Act (42 U.S.C. 289g(b)). 
  (b) For purposes of this section, the term  human embryo or embryos includes any organism, not protected as a human subject under 45 CFR 46 as of the date of the enactment of this Act, that is derived by fertilization, parthenogenesis, cloning, or any other means from one or more human gametes or human diploid cells. 
  509. 
  (a) None of the funds made available in this Act may be used for any activity that promotes the legalization of any drug or other substance included in schedule I of the schedules of controlled substances established under section 202 of the  Controlled Substances Act except for normal and recognized executive-congressional communications. 
  (b) The limitation in subsection (a) shall not apply when there is significant medical evidence of a therapeutic advantage to the use of such drug or other substance or that federally sponsored clinical trials are being conducted to determine therapeutic advantage. 
  510. None of the funds made available in this Act may be used to promulgate or adopt any final standard under section 1173(b) of the  Social Security Act providing for, or providing for the assignment of, a unique health identifier for an individual (except in an individual's capacity as an employer or a health care provider), until legislation is enacted specifically approving the standard. 
  511. None of the funds made available in this Act may be obligated or expended to enter into or renew a contract with an entity if— 
  (1) such entity is otherwise a contractor with the United States and is subject to the requirement in 38 U.S.C. 4212(d) regarding submission of an annual report to the Secretary of Labor concerning employment of certain veterans; and 
  (2) such entity has not submitted a report as required by that section for the most recent year for which such requirement was applicable to such entity. 
  512. None of the funds made available in this Act may be transferred to any department, agency, or instrumentality of the United States Government, except pursuant to a transfer made by, or transfer authority provided in, this Act or any other appropriation Act. 
  513. None of the funds made available by this Act to carry out the Library Services and Technology Act may be made available to any library covered by paragraph (1) of section 224(f) of such Act, as amended by the Children's Internet Protection Act, unless such library has made the certifications required by paragraph (4) of such section. 
  514. 
  (a) None of the funds provided under this Act, or provided under previous appropriations Acts to the agencies funded by this Act that remain available for obligation or expenditure in fiscal year 2021, or provided from any accounts in the Treasury of the United States derived by the collection of fees available to the agencies funded by this Act, shall be available for obligation or expenditure through a reprogramming of funds that— 
  (1) creates new programs; 
  (2) eliminates a program, project, or activity; 
  (3) increases funds or personnel by any means for any project or activity for which funds have been denied or restricted; or 
  (4) contracts out or privatizes any functions or activities presently performed by Federal employees; unless the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the Senate are consulted 15 days in advance of such reprogramming or of an announcement of intent relating to such reprogramming, whichever occurs earlier, and are notified in writing 10 days in advance of such reprogramming. 
  (b) None of the funds provided under this Act, or provided under previous appropriations Acts to the agencies funded by this Act that remain available for obligation or expenditure in fiscal year 2021, or provided from any accounts in the Treasury of the United States derived by the collection of fees available to the agencies funded by this Act, shall be available for obligation or expenditure through a reprogramming of funds in excess of $500,000 or 10 percent, whichever is less, that— 
  (1) augments existing programs, projects (including construction projects), or activities; 
  (2) reduces by 10 percent funding for any existing program, project, or activity, or numbers of personnel by 10 percent as approved by Congress; or 
  (3) results from any general savings from a reduction in personnel which would result in a change in existing programs, activities, or projects as approved by Congress; unless the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the Senate are consulted 15 days in advance of such reprogramming or of an announcement of intent relating to such reprogramming, whichever occurs earlier, and are notified in writing 10 days in advance of such reprogramming. 
  (c) None of the funds provided under this Act, or provided under previous appropriations Acts to the agencies funded by this Act that remain available for obligation or expenditure in the current year fiscal year, or provided from any accounts in the Treasury of the United States derived by the collection of fees available to the agencies funded by this Act, shall be available for obligation or expenditure that— 
  (1) relocates an office or employees; 
  (2) reorganizes or renames offices; or 
  (3) reorganizes programs or activities; unless the relocation, renaming, or reorganization was included in the President’s fiscal year 2021 budget proposal, including the accompanying justification documents submitted to the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the Senate, and such committees are consulted at least 15 days in advance of such relocation, renaming, or reorganization.  
  515. 
  (a) None of the funds made available in this Act may be used to request that a candidate for appointment to a Federal scientific advisory committee disclose the political affiliation or voting history of the candidate or the position that the candidate holds with respect to political issues not directly related to and necessary for the work of the committee involved. 
  (b) None of the funds made available in this Act may be used to disseminate information that is deliberately false or misleading. 
  516. Within 45 days of enactment of this Act, each department and related agency funded through this Act shall submit an operating plan that details at the program, project, and activity level any funding allocations for fiscal year 2021 that are different than those specified in this Act, the detailed table in the committee report accompanying this Act, or the fiscal year 2021 budget request. 
  517. The Secretaries of Labor, Health and Human Services, and Education shall each prepare and submit to the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the Senate a report on the number and amount of contracts, grants, and cooperative agreements exceeding $500,000, individually or in total for a particular project, activity, or programmatic initiative, in value and awarded by the Department on a non-competitive basis during each quarter of fiscal year 2021, but not to include grants awarded on a formula basis or directed by law. Such report shall include the name of the contractor or grantee, the amount of funding, the governmental purpose, including a justification for issuing the award on a non-competitive basis. Such report shall be transmitted to the Committees within 30 days after the end of the quarter for which the report is submitted. 
  518. None of the funds appropriated in this Act shall be expended or obligated by the Commissioner of Social Security, for purposes of administering Social Security benefit payments under title II of the Social Security Act, to process any claim for credit for a quarter of coverage based on work performed under a social security account number that is not the claimant's number and the performance of such work under such number has formed the basis for a conviction of the claimant of a violation of section 208(a)(6) or (7) of the Social Security Act. 
  519. None of the funds appropriated by this Act may be used by the Commissioner of Social Security or the Social Security Administration to pay the compensation of employees of the Social Security Administration to administer Social Security benefit payments, under any agreement between the United States and Mexico establishing totalization arrangements between the social security system established by title II of the Social Security Act and the social security system of Mexico, which would not otherwise be payable but for such agreement. 
  520. 
  (a) None of the funds made available in this Act may be used to maintain or establish a computer network unless such network blocks the viewing, downloading, and exchanging of pornography. 
  (b) Nothing in subsection (a) shall limit the use of funds necessary for any Federal, State, tribal, or local law enforcement agency or any other entity carrying out criminal investigations, prosecution, or adjudication activities. 
  521. For purposes of carrying out Executive Order 13589, Office of Management and Budget Memorandum M–12–12 dated May 11, 2012, and requirements contained in the annual appropriations bills relating to conference attendance and expenditures: 
  (1) the operating divisions of HHS shall be considered independent agencies; and 
  (2) attendance at and support for scientific conferences shall be tabulated separately from and not included in agency totals. 
  522. Federal agencies funded under this Act shall clearly state within the text, audio, or video used for advertising or educational purposes, including emails or Internet postings, that the communication is printed, published, or produced and disseminated at U.S. taxpayer expense. The funds used by a Federal agency to carry out this requirement shall be derived from amounts made available to the agency for advertising or other communications regarding the programs and activities of the agency. 
  523. 
  (a) Federal agencies may use Federal discretionary funds that are made available in this Act to carry out up to 10 Performance Partnership Pilots. Such Pilots shall be governed by the provisions of section 526 of division H of Public Law 113–76, except that in carrying out such Pilots section 526 shall be applied by substituting   Fiscal Year 2021 for   Fiscal Year 2014 in the title of subsection (b) and by substituting  September 30, 2025 for  September 30, 2018 each place it appears: 
  Provided, That such pilots shall include communities that have experienced civil unrest. 
  (b) In addition, Federal agencies may use Federal discretionary funds that are made available in this Act to participate in Performance Partnership Pilots that are being carried out pursuant to the authority provided by section 526 of division H of Public Law 113–76, section 524 of division G of Public Law 113–235, section 525 of division H of Public Law 114–113, section 525 of division H of Public Law 115–31, section 525 of division H of Public Law 115–141, and section 524 of division A of Public Law 116–94. 
  (c) Pilot sites selected under authorities in this Act and prior appropriations Acts may be granted by relevant agencies up to an additional 5 years to operate under such authorities. 
  524. Not later than 30 days after the end of each calendar quarter, beginning with the first month of fiscal year 2021, the Departments of Labor, Health and Human Services and Education and the Social Security Administration shall provide the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and Senate a report on the status of balances of appropriations: 
  Provided, That for balances that are unobligated and uncommitted, committed, and obligated but unexpended, the monthly reports shall separately identify the amounts attributable to each source year of appropriation (beginning with fiscal year 2012, or, to the extent feasible, earlier fiscal years) from which balances were derived. 
  525. The Departments of Labor, Health and Human Services, or Education shall provide to the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the Senate a comprehensive list of any new or competitive grant award notifications, including supplements, issued at the discretion of such Departments not less than 3 full business days before any entity selected to receive a grant award is announced by the Department or its offices (other than emergency response grants at any time of the year or for grant awards made during the last 10 business days of the fiscal year, or if applicable, of the program year). 
  526. Each department and related agency funded through this Act shall provide answers to questions submitted for the record by members of the Committee within 45 business days after receipt. 
  527. None of the funds appropriated in this Act may be used to finalize or implement the proposed regulation titled “Rules Regarding the Frequency and Notice of Continuing Disability Reviews” published by the Social Security Administration on November 18, 2019 (84 Fed. Reg. 63588 et seq.). 
  528. None of the funds appropriated in this Act may be used to finalize or implement the notice of proposed rulemaking titled “Hearings Held by Administrative Appeals Judges of the Appeals Council” published by the Social Security Administration on December 20, 2019 (84 Fed. Reg. 70080 et seq.). 
  (rescission) 
  529. Of the unobligated balances made available by section 301(b)(3) of Public Law 114–10, $5,185,000,000 are hereby permanently rescinded. 
  530. Of the unobligated balances made available for purposes of carrying out section 2105(a)(3) of the Social Security Act, $6,566,000,000 shall not be available for obligation in this fiscal year. 
  531. 
  (a) Any funds made available by this Act that are used to fund an apprenticeship or apprenticeship program shall only be used for, or provided to, an apprenticeship or apprenticeship program that meets the definition in subsection (b), including any funds awarded for the purposes of grants, contracts, or cooperative agreements, or the development, implementation, or administration, of an apprenticeship or an apprenticeship program. 
  (b) The term  apprenticeship or  apprenticeship program means an apprenticeship program registered under the Act of August 16, 1937 (commonly known as the ‘‘National Apprenticeship Act’’; 50 Stat. 664, chapter 663; 29 U.S.C. 50 et seq.), including any requirement, standard, or rule promulgated under such Act, as such requirement, standard, or rule was in effect on December 30, 2019. 
  VI  Department of Health and Human Services  Centers for Disease Control and Prevention  CDC-WIDE ACTIVITIES AND PROGRAM SUPPORT  For an additional amount for ‘‘CDC-Wide Activities and Program Support”, $9,000,000,000, to remain available until September 30, 2025, for public health and emergency preparedness and response, domestically or internationally: 
  Provided, That of the amount made available under this heading, $2,000,000,000 shall be for public health emergency preparedness cooperative agreements under section 319C–1 of the PHS Act: 
  Provided further, That of the amount made available under this heading, $1,000,000,000 shall be for epidemiology and laboratory capacity cooperative agreements under section 2821 of the PHS: 
  Provided further, That funds made available in the preceding proviso may be used for construction, alteration, or renovation of non-federally owned facilities, or the purchase of equipment: 
  Provided further, That all construction, alteration, or renovation work, carried out in whole or in part with funds appropriated under this heading in this Act, shall be subject to the requirements of section 1621(b)(1)(I) of the PHS Act (42 U.S.C. 300s-1(b)(1)(I)): 
  Provided further, That of the amount made available under this heading for specified programs, not less than $150,000,000 shall be allocated to Tribes, Tribal organizations, urban Indian health organizations, or health service providers to Tribes: 
  Provided further, That of the amount made available under this heading, $1,000,000,000 shall be for global disease detection and emergency response: 
  Provided further, That of the amount made available under this heading, $4,000,000,000 shall be for a vaccination campaign, including preparedness, operations, and distribution, and a comprehensive campaign to achieve coverage goals, and for an enhanced influenza vaccination campaign, including purchase of vaccine as necessary to increase coverage: 
  Provided further, That the Director of the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention shall provide a briefing to the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the Senate at least one week prior to obligating funds made available in the preceding proviso on the CDC’s plans for vaccination campaigns in fiscal year 2021: 
  Provided further, That of the amount made available under this heading, $400,000,000 shall be for public health data surveillance and analytics infrastructure modernization: 
  Provided further, That of the amount made available under this heading, $200,000,000 shall be for activities to support public health workforce development, including the Epidemic Intelligence Service fellowship program: 
  Provided further, That of the amount made available under this heading, $400,000,000 shall be transferred to and merged with amounts in the Infectious Diseases Rapid Response Reserve Fund, established by section 231 of Division B of Public Law 115–245: 
  Provided further, That such amount is designated by the Congress as being for an emergency requirement pursuant to section 251(b)(2)(A)(i) of the Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985.   Provided further, That the transfer authority in the preceding proviso is in addition to any other transfer authority available to the NIH: 
  Provided further, That of the amount made available under this heading, the Director of NIH shall transfer not less than $2,500,000,000 to the accounts of the Institutes and Centers of the NIH in proportion to the amounts otherwise made available to such Institutes and Centers under the heading “National Institutes of Health” in division A of the Further Consolidated Appropriations Act, 2020 (Public Law 116–94): 
  Provided further, That of the amount made available under this heading, the Director of NIH shall transfer to “Buildings and Facilities” an amount equal to the amount made available for buildings and facilities at the NIH in section 237 of division A of such Act: 
  Provided further, That the Director of the NIH shall provide a briefing to the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the Senate at least one week prior to obligating funds made available under this heading on the NIH’s plans for obligating emergency funds: 
  Provided further, That such amount is designated by the Congress as being for an emergency requirement pursuant to section 251(b)(2)(A)(i) of the Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985. 
   Office of the Secretary  PUBLIC HEALTH AND SOCIAL SERVICES EMERGENCY FUND  For an additional amount for  Public Health and Social Services Emergency Fund, $4,500,000,000, to remain available until September 30, 2025, for the development of necessary countermeasures and vaccines, prioritizing platform-based technologies with U.S.-based manufacturing capabilities, the purchase of vaccines, therapeutics, diagnostics, and necessary medical supplies, as well as initial advance manufacturing and novel dispensing: 
  Provided, That funds made available under this heading may be used to develop and demonstrate innovations and enhancements to manufacturing platforms to support such capabilities: 
  Provided further, That products purchased with funds appropriated under this heading may, at the discretion of the Secretary of Health and Human Services, be deposited in the Strategic National Stockpile under section 319F–2 of the PHS Act: 
  Provided further, That funds made available under this heading may be transferred to, and merged with, the fund authorized by section 319F–4, the Covered Countermeasure Process Fund, of the PHS Act: 
  Provided further, That of the amount made available under this heading, $3,500,000,000 shall be available to the Biomedical Advanced Research and Development Authority for necessary expenses of advanced research, development, manufacturing, production, and purchase of vaccines and therapeutics: 
  Provided further, That the Director of the Biomedical Advanced Research and Development Authority shall provide a briefing to the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the Senate at least one week prior to obligating funds made available in the preceding proviso on the Department’s plans to produce a sufficient supply of vaccine for the U.S. population: 
  Provided further, That of the amount made available under this heading, $500,000,000 shall be available to the Biomedical Advanced Research and Development Authority for the construction, renovation, or equipping of U.S.-based next generation manufacturing facilities, other than facilities owned by the United States Government: 
  Provided further, That of the amount made available under this heading, $500,000,000 shall be available to the Biomedical Advanced Research and Development Authority to promote innovation in antibacterial research and development: 
  Provided further, That funds made available under this heading may be used for grants for the rent, lease, purchase, acquisition, construction, alteration, or renovation of non-federally owned facilities to improve preparedness and response capability at the State and local levels: 
  Provided further, That funds made available under this heading may be used for the construction, alteration, renovation or equipping of non-federally owned facilities for the production of vaccines, therapeutics, diagnostics, and medicines and other items purchased under section 319F–2(a) of the PHS Act where the Secretary determines that such use is necessary to assure sufficient domestic production of such supplies: 
  Provided further, That all construction, alteration, or renovation work, carried out in whole or in part with funds made available under this heading, shall be subject to the requirements of section 1621(b)(1)(I) of the PHS Act (42 U.S.C. 300s-1(b)(1)(I)): 
  Provided further, That such amount is designated by the Congress as being for an emergency requirement pursuant to section 251(b)(2)(A)(i) of the Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985.  PUBLIC HEALTH EMERGENCY FUND For an additional amount for “Public Health Emergency Fund”, $5,000,000,000, to remain available until expended, to be deposited into the Public Health Emergency Fund, as established under section 319(b) of the Public Health Service Act: 
  Provided, That products purchased with funds appropriated under this heading may, at the discretion of the Secretary of Health and Human Services, be deposited in the Strategic National Stockpile under section 319F-2 of the Public Health Service Act: 
  Provided further, That the Secretary of Health and Human Services (or the Assistant Secretary for Preparedness and Response on behalf of the Secretary) shall provide a briefing to the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the Senate at least one week prior to obligating funds made available under this heading on the Department’s plans for obligating emergency funds: 
  Provided further, That such amount is designated by the Congress as being for an emergency requirement pursuant to section 251(b)(2)(A)(i) of the Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985.   General Provisions 
  601. The amounts provided by the first proviso following paragraph (6) under the heading “Department of Labor—Employment and Training Administration—State Unemployment Insurance and Employment Service Operations” in title I of this Act are designated by the Congress as being for an emergency requirement pursuant to section 251(b)(2)(A)(i) of the Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985. 
  602. Not later than 30 days after the date of enactment of this Act, the Secretary of Health and Human Services shall provide a detailed spend plan of anticipated uses of funds made available to the Department of Health and Human Services in this title, including estimated personnel and administrative costs, to the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the Senate: 
  Provided, That such plans shall be updated and submitted to such Committees every 60 days until September 30, 2025: 
  Provided further, That the spend plans shall be accompanied by a listing of each contract obligation incurred that exceeds $5,000,000 which has not previously been reported, including the amount of each such obligation. 
  603. Each amount designated in this Act by the Congress as being for an emergency requirement pursuant to section 251(b)(2)(A)(i) of the Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985 shall be available (or rescinded or transferred, if applicable) only if the President subsequently so designates all such amounts and transmits such designations to the Congress. 
  604. Any amount appropriated by this Act, designated by the Congress as an emergency requirement pursuant to section 251(b)(2)(A)(i) of the Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985 and subsequently so designated by the President, and transferred pursuant to transfer authorities provided by this Act shall retain such designation.  This Act may be cited as the   Departments of Labor, Health and Human Services, and Education, and Related Agencies Appropriations Act, 2021.  
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
